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PDP Lesson Plan by Min Kim
Lesson Title: “the story of Sun and Moon” 
Overview: students will read the book of “the story of Sun and Moon”

Age / level of students: beginning level of Korean speaking 30’ and 40’s adult learners at a community learning center in Korea

Time: 60 min

Target Language: English

1. Language Skills:  Reading: 
· Ss will read silently the book of “the story of Sun and Moon” which is translated version into English. 
· Ss will read the dialogue “Aloud”.

· Activity: Ss will make a pair and ask questions each other to check the comprehension.

· Reading Vocabulary and guessing articles, which is a short.

· Short writing activity individually with answering the questions.

· Guessing activity:

· Matching a word with short sentence

· Matching a word with an italicized word in a sentence

2. Student Learning Objectives (SLO):

By the end of the lesson, SWBAT: demonstrate and understanding of the text, “the story of Sun and Moon” in English. Learning New vocabularies with matching, fill in the blanks, and true and false questions, Ss will understand the new words and demonstrate their comprehension. Finally, Ss will be able to summarize the story with using their own words.
3. When/how in the lesson will you check Ss progress toward the above learning objectives? What behaviors/activities will show me whether they have mastered the material? 

At the end of the lesson, when students answer the comprehensive comprehension check questions about the content of the text, they will produce “meaning focused on output” through various activities such as summarizing the story and telling it to a partnered student in English. 

Preliminary considerations:

a) What do your students already know in relation to today's lesson?

Ss may have read or heard the story of the sun and the Moon in Korean and may have learned the basic grammar in English syntactically.

b) What aspects of the lesson do you anticipate your students might find challenging/difficult?

Students will have difficulty using English grammar when they summarize and tell the story to one another because expressions might be different than what Ss’ language: Korean. Therefore, expressing the characters and telling the story with considering the grammar and using proper expression in the target language: English.

c) How will you avoid and/or address these problem areas in your last?

Teacher will support students by checking Ss background knowledge of grammar of English and supplying necessary vocabulary practice in order to reproduce the story in English. Ss will learn how to use certain expression in English.

Text description: 

The Story of sun and Moon: Korean Myth

In the world before the sun and the moon, only the stars existed. It was in these early days that there lived siblings: Haesik (해식) the older brother and Daesun (달순) the younger sister. Their mother was a poor peasant woman who sold rice-cakes for a living.

The mother was returning from the village one day when she was encountered by a tiger perched on a hill demanding a rice-cake in exchange for sparing her life. She gave it to him and the tiger went away, only to appear before her at the next hill; this time demanding two rice cakes. She gave him the cakes, only to find him again on the third hill, this time asking for four rice cakes. When the mother finally ran out of rice cakes to feed him, the tiger threatened to devour her.

The mother pleaded, saying she was the sole mother of two children. Upon hearing this the tiger's hunger grew even more vicious. He devoured the mother and then took on her clothing as a disguise. He then made his way to the house where he knew the children awaited.

Daesun, the younger, thought it was her mother, but Haesik knew the voice was different and sensed that something was not right. The tiger urged them to open the door, but Haesik staunchly refused.

When he inserted his fingers through a space in the door, Daesun became convinced that it was their mother and immediately opened the door. The tiger chased them until the children climbed up to the safety of a tree.

A strong rope was sent down, and both siblings climbed up until they reached the heavens.

In heaven, Haesik became the sun (Haennim 햇님) and Daesun became the moon (Daelim 달님), but later Daesun complained that she was afraid of the dark. Thus Haesik decided to stand in for her so that Daesun could become the sun.
